Judgment Creditor must appear in court on the Court date.

The Judgment Creditor should write in the courtroom number and check the box for either the Kane County
Courthouse, 100 South Third Street, Geneva, Illinois, or the Kane County Judicial Center, 37W777 Route 38, St.
Charles, Illinois; unless, the case is in the Judicial Center, most Wage Deduction Summons are returnable to the
Kane County Courthouse.
